Youth on Youth Robbery near the park
Again, two disturbing cases of threatened violence and the theft of phones from young people have been reported in the vicinity of the Park.   It is very depressing that there have been further incidents after a much better summer. Please remind children to take extra care and to call for help if a nasty situation is developing. Think about whether they need to take valuables to the park. If we all keep a look out for incidents around the park and use the park as much as possible it also reduces the opportunity for this particularly distressing crime to flourish. Please report any such incidents and give full descriptions to our local Community Team Police Team (Officer Bird  or Sgt Stephen Austin.)   Officer Bird confirms that recent robberies have taken place around the park area  (not in the park).  He says half term always seems problematic and the police are patrolling and being vigilant to try to counter the increased activity.  
 

Window cleaning scam
A couple of people have been pressured, during the day, to hand over money to a window cleaner, who only cleans up their cash. 

All genuine window cleaners ask for payment after the job is done, not before.

If you are being asked to pay up front or if the person collecting the money is not the person who did the work, we suggest you respond with a  polite 'no'. It is probably best to keep the contact with any potential scammer short. 

However, if while their story is being told, you could take a good look at them – try and concentrate on one or two features that do not change, tattoos, shape of face etc – and write up a brief description as soon as you close the door, we can add to the description we currently have which is: white, stocky build, average height with brown hair
 

If we can build a good description round the Hill we can all keep our cash (and avoid feeling foolish) and give the police a chance of catching him.
